Mongolian dish Khorkhog for lunch. Khorkhog is 

roasted mutton/beef with hot stones in hot pot and 

served with rice and vegetables. After lunch visit a 

nomadic family to introduce with nomadic lifestyle.  

Some leisure time for optional kayaking, biking or fishing.  At 7 o’clock in the evening drive back to 

Ulaanbaatar L

Set Lunch with Khorhog: 15 USD per person  

English speaking local guide: 5 USD per day (a local guy/girl speaks basic English) 

Nomadic family visit: 2 USD per person 

Binoculars:   3 USD per day per person

upon your request and these are paid on spot in cash to the camp manager. 

We offer transfer between the camp and Ulaanbaatar upon your request. Also you can arrange your own 
transportation.
